Appendix: Membership rights, obligations and eligibility requirements  
1. Membership categories: regular members and observer members.
2. Membership procedures: (1) The applicant submits a written application for membership; (2) After the review by the CDTIA Secretariat, the application is submitted to the CDTIA Council for the approval; and (3) The CDTIA Council issues the membership certificate.

3. Membership eligibility requirements for domestic enterprises and institutions (including enterprises from Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan):
a) The applicant in mainland China should have at least one license for telecommunications services.

b) The applicant should have already engaged in operations related to telecommunications services at its location.

c) The applicant should have been established for more than one year and should not been listed for bad business operations and/or bad credit record by the Ministry of Industry and Information Technology of China.

d) The applicant should be committed to abiding by the Self-discipline Convention for China Cross-border Data Communications Industry and signing the Letter of Commitment to Self-discipline of Cross-border Data Communications Services in China, and committed to reporting as required after joining the CDTIA, information about about all its domestic and cross-border line resources related to multinational enterprises, to the CDTIA without falsification, omission and concealment, and giving cooperation in the implementation of real-name registration system for cross-border line resources.

4. Rights of regular members: 
a) Voting right, candidate eligibility, and voting power in the CDTIA; 
b) Participation in CDTIA activities; 
c) Priority in the access to CDTIA services;
d) Right to advise and supervise the CDTIA work; 
e) Priority recommendation for cooperation on line resources; 
f) Priority recommendation for cooperative research on cross-border data communications services; 
g) Engagement in the work of various CDTIA working groups; 
h) Voluntary participation and freedom to withdraw from the CDTIA; 
i) Other rights in accordance with the provisions of the CDCTIA Charter.

5. Rights of observer members: 
a) Participation in CDTIA activities;
b) Priority in the access to CDTIA services (secondary to regular members); 
c) Voluntary participation and freedom to withdraw from the CDTIA; 
d) Rights in accordance with the provisions of the CDTIA Charter.

6. Obligations of members:
a) Implementing the CDTIA resolutions;
b) Safeguarding the CDTIA's reputation and legal rights;
c) Completing the work assigned by the CDTIA;
d) Reporting, on a regular basis, the relevant data of cross-border business as required by the management system/platform for cross-border data communications services, and reporting and sharing, in a timely manner, information about possible violations of business operations and applications;
e) Actively participating in activities organized by the CDTIA.

7. Membership management
In the case of withdrawal, members shall notify the CDTIA in writing and return the membership certificate. Any member will be deemed to automatically withdraw from the CDTIA where it does not participate in CDTIA activities for more than one year. 

Where a member seriously violates the CDTIA Charter, it shall be removed by the vote of the CDTIA Council.

Where a regulator member violates the CDTIA self-discipline convention, it will be reduced to an observer member by the vote of the CDTIA Council. An observer member that has no violation of the CDTIA Self-discipline Convention within one year can be promoted to a regular member upon application by the vote of the CDTIA Council.

The CDTIA provides industry reports and customized consulting services to members every year. Members can sign consulting entrustment agreements on a voluntary basis according to their respective needs, with different forms of templates provided by the CDTIA.
